Happy 325th Anniversary, First Parish!

While researching our history in honor of our milestone anniversary, | have noticed a
curious tfrend. Some of the most significant and positive changes in our meeting house and our

religious community have arisen from adversity.

In 1830, when the town church split in two over theological differences, our predecessors
built our current meeting house, almost twice the size of the previous one. It took nearly 200
years for the congregation to grow to fill, and potentially overfill, the sanctuary. The 1830 schism
is also the point in history when we deliberately chose to follow the path of a more liberal reli-
gious tradition.

Membership Corner

In 1945, both the Unitarian and Congregational churches in Sherborn were struggling
and merged to become the Federated Church. In 1961, about 50 members of the Federated
Church voted to withdraw from the Federation and re-establish the First Parish Unitarian Church.
Adult Programs Again, a beleaguered band of liberals took a stand for their Unitarian beliefs. Unfortunately,
although the meeting house was newly renovated with heat and electricity, it had no water, toilets
or church school facilities. The Women'’s Alliance started the Good As New Shop for the purpose
of raising money for a religious education building. Then, in 1963, Helen and Haidee Bothfeld,
long-time active supporters of the church, donated an education building in memory of their par-
ents. The resulting wing includes the offices, RE classrooms, toilets, kitchen and Unity Hall. It's easy
to take these facilities for granted now and even to consider them inadequate, but it was less than
January Calendar 50 years ago that this was a momentous achievement for a small determined congregation.

In the 1970s, both the Sherborn and Natick Unitarian churches were among many liberal
churches facing hard times. In 1977, the Sherborn and Natick churches merged to become the
Unitarian Universalist Area Church: a marriage of necessity, but one that has benefited this com-
munity in countless ways. Can you imagine our congregation without its Natick residents? The di-
versity of our membership from all the surrounding towns enriches us and has been critical to our
ability to survive and thrive.

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REflections By Kate Holland, Director of Religious Education

Over the last few years the R.E. committee and | have made an effort to really listen to the volunteers we have in our R.E. pro-
gram. We wanted to hear what the pros and cons were in teaching in our program so last year and this year we have had teacher
debriefs at the end of each trimester. We have been getting feedback from teachers on classroom management, supplies, curricu-
lums, and meeting the teaching commitment in our program. These sessions have been wonderful for us to help make improvements in
our program, both during the church year and looking at future church years. | wanted to take time to share a few of the changes and
revelations we have come to over the passed year and a half.

One of the things we noticed last year after doing our feed back sessions is that those who taught in the fall trimester often re-
ported the need for extra hands and bursting classrooms, Winter trimester teachers seemed to think classrooms were a manageable
size, while Spring trimester teachers wondered why we had such a panic about bursting classrooms. This tends to be the typical ebb
and flow of R.E. classrooms. So this year we have watched our attendance closely and to best use the resource of our volunteer teach-
ers we will be combining some of the classes that have two sections. Have no worries that we are shrinking in size due to ministers on
sabbatical it is just the usual way attendance goes.

Another less surprising revelation that came up over and over again is how hard many volunteers find being out of the sanctuary for
ten to twelve weeks in a row. It makes many feel disconnected to our congregation and out of the “loop” on what is happening here
at church. We still offer cd’s with the service recorded on them As well as printed copies of the sermons for our teachers and for all
members of our congregation but while this is helpful it isn't the same as that wonderful worshipful hour of spiritual time with the con-
gregation. This year the R.E committee and myself tried to find a way that might help to alleviate the isolation from the congregation
that teachers sometimes feel. So this fall we put together a team of six teachers in one of the 3 &4 grade classrooms that took on the
whole year as their teaching commitment. Jennifer Smudin, Savita Brewer, Mike Brewer, Maureen Branch, Kim Vanderbie and Pat
Manley are our pioneers for the new teaching model. | know initially this sounds huge! A whole year of teaching R.E., but let’s look
closer before the panic sets in. With a team of six teachers each teacher still only teaches 10 to 12 Sundays, but they can spread
those 10 to 12 Sundays over the entire church year. So if you ski during the winter and know you will need some weeks off from
teaching then. No Worries!!l You just don't take the dates you are away and let two of the five other teachers take those dates. | have
spoken to the team of six teachers we have in this years Third and Fourth grade class and so far the reports from them are very good.
No one on the team has missed more that two services in a row due to teaching. This new system has also taken away for the need for
subs in the classroom as the team coordinates their dates. My hope next year is that we can look at this new model of teaching and
possibly expand it to make meeting a teaching commitment here at church feel less isolating for our volunteers.
